The periodic table

Use the following hints to complete the table.  There are no transition elements in this table.  The elements are fictitious, but have similar characteristics to those of our periodic table. When complete make sure to assign an atomic number to each. Place the group name above each column.
1.  O is the lightest of all elements.
2. R is an element found in living things, and has the unique characteristic of forming long chains with itself.
3. A common compound needed for life is O2X.
4. O is needed to make acids, the formula of the acid found in your stomach is ODd.
5. When R is combined with X, the formula may be RX or RX2.
6. B is often found in milk and is needed to promote bone growth.
7. G, L, Y contain 5 valence electrons. G is the lightest of them.
8. Y has three energy levels.
9. H is the lightest of the inert gasses.
10. FDd is used to season food and can raise your blood pressure.
11. F has one valence electron and burns bright orange.
12. A has one valence electron and burns with a pinkish red color, it is the heaviest of the alkali metals.
13. W has four energy levels and four valence electrons.
14. C is a versatile metal used in cans and containers. It can form the compound C2X3.
15. J is an inert gas with 3 energy levels.
16. I is the lightest of the halogen group. Cc is the heaviest and is sometimes a liquid at room temperature.
17. M is the heaviest of all the elements.
18. D and E have 2 energy levels and form the following compounds, EX, EBb, D2X, D2Bb.
19. T will form TDd and TOX.
20. P is in the same group as Bb and has a larger mass.
21. Z is an inert gas often used in lighting, but not light bulbs.
22. H, Z, Q, J do not react with other elements under normal circumstances.
23. K is a metalloid with 4 valence electrons and 3 energy levels,
24. K is often used in semiconductors and is doped with Aa to form an N-type material.
25. N, Aa, U, C have three valence electrons. N is the lightest and U is the heaviest.
26. S will combine to form SX and a common base S(OX)2.
27. S reacts with ODd and bubbles rapidly giving off O2.
28. E, S, B and V are alkaline earth metals.
29. T is found in fertilizers and is important in the human body, usually found in bananas.
30. Bb is the symbol for what the Bible (KJV)calls brimstone, a yellowish solid.
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
